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The volume of refugees and other migrants transi�ng through
countries to reach their final des�na�on is unprecedented world ­
wide by any standard. Refugees and migrants are extremely
vulnerable to abuse and there has been an unprecedented level of
crime in transitory countries, commi�ed by a variety of local and
interna�onal criminal organisa�ons involved in human trafficking,
human smuggling and forced organ dona�on. In addi�on, both
local ci�zens and refugees as well as migrants are guilty of a variety
of crimes including rape, assault, the�, in�mida�on, violence and
other forms of abuse. Governments, NGO’s, Interna�onal Orga ­
nisa�ons and lawyers are struggling to find solu�ons that are
compliant with local and interna�onal laws and human rights
conven�ons. A new legal framework to address these unpreceden ­
ted juridical challenges is required. Turkey provides an excellent
legal, sociocultural and poli�cal example of the legal difficul�es that
the refugee and migrant crisis places on a country. 
Turkey comprises the northern Mesopotamia and the narrow
stretch to Europe, which forms a geographically a�rac�ve migra�on
channel to Europe for Syrian refugees and other migrants fleeing
persecu�on. The extensive watershed of migra�on and refugee
movement through Turkey has created enormous challenges for
the Turkish government and people. The UIA has chosen to host a
seminar in Samsun, Turkey to learn about the challenges of transit
countries and migrants in transit in order to iden�fy construc�ve
migra�on and refugee legal and human rights protec�ons in transit
countries, with the help of various legal and other experts. 
Hos�ng the seminar on refugee protec�on and migrant human
rights issues in the fabulous city of Samsun is not a coincidence,
the city is very important for the Turkish na�on. Samsun is situated
in the northern part of Anatolia, along the coast of the Black Sea,
with a popula�on over half a million people. The Black Sea Coast,
including Samsun, is a dis�nc�ve and important tourism des�na�on
of cultural heritage in Anatolia. The Black Sea Region, from the �me
of Amazons up to the O�oman period, provides a fascina�ng
historical study for tourists. Recently, and of important note:
Mustafa Kemal Atatürk, the founder of the state of Anatolia,
launched the Turkish War of Libera�on against allies from Samsun
on May 19, 1919.
